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Dear Parent/s, Guardian/s,
There may be a case of mumps within your child’s class room 
and your child may have been exposed.
Mumps:

Mumps causes fever and swelling of the salivary glands, particularly 
just in front of and below the ear. It may affect other organs such as the testes. Mumps can be spread by droplets from the nose and throat and by saliva. Prevention is by encouraging parents to ensure their children are vaccinated. 
Precautions: 

Pupils should be appropriately immunised with two doses of the MMR vaccine. 
All staff working in schools should ensure they are protected against mumps, either by vaccination or a history of mumps infection. 
Frequent hand washing especially after contact with secretions from the nose or throat is important. 
Exclusion: 
The case (staff or pupil) should be excluded for 5 days after the onset of swelling.
