Planet Maths Pg 150/151 (Help Sheet)
Finding Percentage Profit or Percentage Loss

When you buy something and you intend to sell it, you can either make a profit (extra money) or a loss (less money). Obviously you would like to sell at a profit but it isn’t always the case.

So if I bought something for €10 (COST PRICE) and sold it later for €15, I’ve made an extra €5 (PROFIT). 
I could also say I made a Percentage Profit of 50% by using the formula 

Percentage Profit =       =  =   = 50%

By finding how much extra money you have made, and dividing it by what it cost you, you can figure out your Percentage Profit


However, something might not work out and you end up selling an item for less than it cost you. Then we need to work out the Percentage Loss.

So if I bought something for €10 (COST PRICE) and sold it later for €8, I’m down €2 (LOSS). 
I could also say I made a Percentage Loss of 20% by using the formula 

Percentage Loss =       =  =   = 20%

Planet Maths Pg 152 (Help Sheet)
Simplifying Fractions (Part A)
When you are presented with a fraction and it looks quite tricky, try and find smaller numbers (factors) that will divide into a number on top of the fraction (numerator) and the bottom of the fraction (denominator). It has to be the same number.
Look at this following example

You should notice that 5 will divide into both the top line and the bottom line, so let’s do that (15÷5=3 and 5÷5=1)

You might also notice that 4 will divide into the top and bottom lines as well. (12÷4=3 and 4÷4=1). So now our sum looks like this

Planet Maths Pg 152 (Help Sheet)
Finding the cost price of an item, when you’ve been given the selling price and the percentage profit or percentage loss
 The cost price of something is 100%. 
If you make a profit, you will add to the 100%. 
If you make a loss you will subtract from the 100%

Example 1 (PART B)
I sold an item for €40 which gave me a percentage profit of 25%
Cost Price + Profit = Selling Price
100% + 25% =€40
125% = €40
What I need to find is how much money is 100 worth.
I divide my €40 by 125, which gives me 1%,
Next I multiply by 100 to get 100%
€40÷125 =0.32 (1%)
0.32 x 100 = €32 (100%) which is my COST PRICE (This is what I paid for the item in the beginning)

Example 2 (PART C)
I sold an item for €45 which gave me a percentage loss of 10%
Cost Price + Profit = Selling Price
100% - 10% =€45
90% = €45
What I need to find is how much money is 100 worth.
I divide my €45 by 90, which gives me 1%,
Next I multiply by 100 to get 100%
€45÷90 =0.50 (1%)
0.50 x 100 = €50 (100%) which is my COST PRICE (This is what I paid for the item in the beginning)



Planet Maths Pg 153 (Help Sheet)
Interest
(Note to Parents: We only deal with simple interest at this stage. We don’t expect the children to work out compound interest, which involves paying/getting interest on the loan/deposit as well as interest on the actual interest in the second and following years.)

If you decide to save money in the bank/credit union/post office etc, they will add a small amount of interest each year to your money. The interest amount that you will get is called the Interest Rate. 

For example, if you have €100 in a bank and the interest rate is 2%, at the end of 1 year, you will have €102 in the bank

Example 1
If the interest rate is 5% and I have €100 euro in the bank. 
5% of €100 is €5
After 1 year I will have €105
After 2 years I will have €110

Example 2
If the interest rate is 4% and I have €160 in the bank
4% of 160 is €6.40
After 1 year I will have €166.40
After 2 years I will have €172.80

The Chang Jiang (Yangtze) River in China
often floods, causing huge amounts of
damage.
