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Rivers are an important feature in our landscape.
From earliest times, people have made their
homes near rivers, where they could get
freshwater. Over time, large settlements grew up
and a majority of the major cities in the world
today are located near rivers. Most of the big
cities and towns in Ireland are situated on the
banks of rivers — Dublin, for example, is built by
the Liffey, while Cork is built on the River Lee.

Rivers drain the land and benefit
agriculture. Much of the fish we eat comes from
the sea, but freshwater fish such as trout are
found in rivers and lakes. People like to sail on
rivers and some waterways are big enough to allow navigation of goods and people for
kilometres inland. Many tourists visit Ireland each year to spend time enjoying our rivers.
In addition, the power of some large rivers has been harnessed to generate electricity.

Rivers usually start as small streams in an upland area. The location where a river rises or
begins is called its source. As the river flows, it gradually finds the easiest way to reach
the sea. It may be joined along the way by smaller rivers and streams which are known as
tributaries. Where two rivers join together is called the confluence of the rivers. When
rain, sleet or snow falls, some of the water soaks into the
ground, but most of the water runs off the surface into a drain
or ditch. Flowing water will always travel downhill and, after
some time, the water in the ditches makes its way into a stream
or river. In this way, rivers assist in draining the land. The area
drained and improved is known as the river basin.

Rivers slow down or meander along when they reach flat
land. They may even form a lake. Rivers also carry soil and
sediment from upland areas. Sometimes, when a river bursts its
banks, it leaves some of this rich sediment called alluvium on
the land. For centuries, the great River Nile brought rich,
fertile soil to Egypt. Rivers eventually flow into the sea and
where they enter the sea is called the mouth. Many of the
world’s biggest cities and seaports are located at the mouths of

rivers.

Major river systems

If you look at a photograph of Earth taken
from a satellite, you will see that the great
rivers of the world look like a network of
waterways. Now let us find out more about
some of these great rivers.

The longest river in the world is the Nile
in Africa. It is 6670 kilometres long.

@ The Nile and its tributaries flow through
nine countries before flowing into the
Mediterranean Sea.

®  Much farming occurs on the fertile land
around the delta at the mouth of the Nile.

Fact File: the Nile

Lake Victoria is the source of the White Nile.

® Lake Tanain Ethlopia is the source of the
Blue Nile.

® The White Nile and the Blue Nile join

together just north of the city of Khartoum in

Sudan.

Use a bucket of water to make a puddle on the playground.

Use chalk to draw around the edge of the puddle, marking its outline.

After half an hour, return to the puddle and draw a new chalk line around it.
Revisit the puddle at intervals and draw the outline each time the puddle gets smaller.
Record how long it takes for the puddle to soak away completely.

Try this experiment on different days — when it is sunny and when it is cloudy.
Thy it on different parts of the playground or on different surfaces.

Fact File: the Mississippi

®  Its main tributaries are the Ohio and the
Missouri.

® Thirty-one states in the United States (US) are
partly drained by the Mississippi, the Missouri
and the Ohio.

® The Mississippi flows into the Gulf of Mexico.

® Severe flooding often takes place when the
Mississippi bursts its banks, as a result of heavy
rain and melting snow.

® Many passenger boats and very large barges
with freight (coal, steel and crops) travel up
and down the Mississippi.

®  Mark Twain, the famous author of The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, wrote about many
adventures on the Mississippi River.

® The city of New Orleans is built at the mouth of the Mississippi.
® The Mississippi is 1-6 kilometres wide at its mouth.

South America’s longest river, and the third longest in the world, is the Amazon.
Tt is 6280 kilometres long. It is also one of the world’s widest rivers.

Fact File: the Amazon

® The Amazon River is in South America.

® It drains the land in Colombia, Peru and
Bolivia, as well as Brazil.

@ This river rises in the Andes Mountains
in Peru.

@ More than 200 tributaries flow into the
Amazon.

® The very dangerous piranha fish live in
the Amazon.

® The Amazon flows into the
Atlantic Ocean.

®  The largest rainforests in the world surround the Amazon.

® Large sections of the rainforests are cut down each year and this causes major damage to the
flora and fauna of the Amazon.
