· Pg. 54/53.  Remember when you are finding a fraction of a number  - 95 cards one fifth given to Anne = divide by the bottom number 5 multiply by the top 1 so the answer will be 95 divided by 5 = 19 19 x1 = 19 so answer is 19.

· Pg 52 Equivalent Fractions  whatever you do to the top you do to the bottom so 3/5 = ?/10 to get 10 you have to multiply 5 by 2 so you must multiply the top number by 2 so answer is 3/5 = 6/10.

· Pg 50. Remember the bottom number of shaded and unshaded is the same, it is always how many squares you have in total so if you have a rectangle of 8 squares and 3 are coloured in them it is 3/8 unshaded will be 5/8

· Pg 51. When colouring in a fraction of a number find out how many that is by finding the fraction of the number of items. E.g if you have to colour in 3/5 of the apples and there are 15 apples then you can either think of it as colouring in 3 out of every 5 or find 3/5 of 15 dividing by the bottom multiplying by the top 15 divided by 5 = 3
3 x 3 = 9 so colour in 9.

Your heart is in your chest. It is like a
pump.

Your lungs are also in your chest. They are like two balloons. When
you breathe in, your lungs fill up with air. When you breathe out, your
lungs empty. You need oxygen to live. Your lungs take oxygen out of
the air. Your blood then carries the oxygen to the rest of your body.

Every day, your heart pumps
enough blood to fill

170 bathtubs. To help your
heart pump this amount of
blood, you must keep fit by
exercising and eating
healthy food.

Many people
damage their
lungs by
smoking.
Smoking is
unhealthy and
dangerous.
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Food is fuel!

To eat food, you first chew and then swallow it. The food goes down a
pipe to your stomach. Your stomach acts like a storage tank. It holds
the food and digests it. This means the food is broken down with
special stomach acid. This acid turns your food into a kind of paste.
After that, your body takes the goodness from the food. You can help
your stomach by chewing your food well before swallowing.

Your stomach squeezes the paste into your gut.
The name for the gut is the intestine.

The acid in your stomach is so strong
that it could eat through the bonnet
of a car.

Your blood carries waste away, from other parts of
your body, to your kidneys. Your kidneys are below l B
your stomach. As blood is pumped through the

kidneys, the waste is collected and sent to a special
storage tank called the bladder. This waste is mostly
water. It leaves your body when you go to the toilet.

Quick Facts|

In your lifetime, about 40 000 litres will pass

through your bladder from your kidneys.
This is enough to fill a small swimming pool!
